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Lasse Schmidt-Hansen: About Geography
During my stay in Prishtina I have tried to get an overview of the state of local production and international trade in Kosovo. In geographical terms, the local production is part of the identity of a specific country, though in Kosovo it seems like the opposite is the case: the lack of local products and the huge amount of imported goods, exchanged in a very complex system, seems to be one of the most specific characters of this place. 

My proposal will be a project in three parts: One part is to import plastic spoons produced in Kosovo to Frankfurt and to distribute them in the local coffee bars. These spoons would be a very simple but unfamiliar object for Germans but would be familiar to Frankfurt Albanians. 
Secondly, I would like to make a similar transaction in Prishtina. I would sell one to three imported products there.
Part three is a research project, where I would make interviews with some people involved in trade or production, like one local and one international person working with organizing trade and one local and one international businessman.
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
