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Sabile Tmava – Billi: I know I don’t know?!

As a young artist, I was very much interested in the way people come up with prejudices and create opinions based on what they hear or are told from others. The picture they have created in their head is a confirmation of themselves. This phenomena seems to me very often but not always accepted from people who are judgmental about others.
These prejudices are a part of our life; they become reality we occupy. I started a discussion with peers and as a result I came up with the idea to create a video work based on some basic questions. I interviewed some art students to shed light on their prejudices about places.

Only when they are confronted with this questionnaire do they start becoming aware of the place.
The two cities I focus on are Prishtina and Frankfurt. I am particularly interested in the unexamined assumptions present before the interview; the manner in which their prejudices are made evident; and how these opinions change after the interview!
The questions seem quite confusing in the beginning, if one is not confronted with reality. You think you have a very clear picture about the cities, but all of a sudden, you become aware of your prejudice or of what you have heard from others once you face the reality. This project of relations gives us the opportunity to be a part of a true reality of a place (city) and offers an inner revelation. It will change the way we see things.
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
