Mind the Map! – History Is Not Given takes as its point of departure the project "East Art Map" (EAM) by the Slovenian fine arts group IRWIN. EAM traces the history of art and cultural processes (over the past 50 years) in Eastern Europe. The result is a map of hundreds of art works and artistic relations in time and space. The Symposium and the Network Mind the Map! – History Is Not Given are to be seen both within this framework and beyond it, as a concept, as a space for argument and discussion and a research platform. 

Mind the Map! – History Is Not Given provides a new generation of theoreticians, art historians, artists and critics with a forum where they can reflect and enter into dialogue on artistic and cultural production, operating along the axis of (former) Eastern and Western realities in Europe. Accordingly, the network of universities and academies from both sides of Europe can be considered as a vehicle for processing knowledge, building relationships and pinpointing interpretive approaches. This forum also promotes (self-) reflection on the position of theory today and the institutions that develop and spread that very theory.

Mind the Map! – History Is Not Given attempts to rethink the history 
and theory of contemporary art. This means nothing less than redrawing the map of European art and culture, granting space and drawing attention to the immense, albeit unknown, art and cultural production of Eastern Europe. Our focus is on transnational and intercultural approaches and access to the arts on the one hand, and rupturing habitual perspectives in both the East and the West on the other. We are seeking to promote cooperation between artistic, academic and social institutions in what we call "triangular research" on cultural practices. The new exchange and networking process, whose scope we want to extend with the Symposium and the forthcoming publication, aim at a reconstruction of art history, redefining it as a social and cultural dispositive of relevant projects for the present and future of contemporary art.

Art featured in Mind the Map! – History Is Not Given

Mind the Map! – History Is Not Given is a project seeking to promote fruitful cooperation between the arts, sciences and the public. Within the Symposium’s artistic programme artworks in a variety of formats devoted to the project’s thematic fields will be shown, including video works by Clemens von Wedemeyer, Marc Tobias Winterhagen and Konstantinos Goutos, two video compilations curated and presented by IRWIN and Ekaterina Degot, radio works by Harv Stanić, Experimental Radio of the Bauhaus University Weimar, and a performance by the frankfurter küche Leipzig with participants from Sofia, Bulgaria.

The symposium Mind the Map! – History Is Not Given takes place in the framework of relations. relations is a project initiated by the Federal Cultural Foundation, Germany, as part of its Eastern and Central Europe program. relations develops artistic and cultural projects in collaboration with curators, social researchers and artists from eastern European countries and from Germany. www.projekt-relations.de
