The Federal Cultural Foundation promotes and funds projects active in the field of contemporary culture that focus on themes significant for the whole of society and are international in their orientation. Funding is made available to all areas of art and culture.

The Foundation’s funding praxis aims to create suitable framework conditions for a sustainable improvement of cultural production. The projects initiated by the Foundation should be able to respond to and meet the complexity of cultural praxis.

Within this international cooperation great importance is attached to the joint development and carrying out of projects locally. The project leaders focus on local challenges and current needs: what is needed where and what can art and culture contribute?

In its “Central and Eastern Europe” program the Foundation has initiated projects focusing on the role of cultural production in the transformation processes occurring in former eastern bloc countries. To introduce the respective positions to a western public is an important goal of the projects with partners from Central and Eastern Europe.

The Federal Cultural Foundation was founded in 2002 by the German Government and is located in Halle an der Saale. With an annual budget of over 38 million euros the Foundation is one largest cultural foundations of its kind in Europe.
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
